Uses

GESAGARD 500 SC controls many early competing weeds in
cotton when applied to the actively growing young weeds.
When applied to bare soil in celery, chickpeas, potatoes,
carrots and cotton, many common broadleaf weeds are
controlled and the density of grasses is reduced.

Mixing
