For Ammonium Thiocyanate: Ingestion of this substance may lead to an effect that
mimics iodism, ie a condition resulting from an overdose of iodine,
characterised by running eyes and nose, salivation and skin eruptions.

Laboratory studies are not conclusive, some positive, some negative.
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Carcinogenicity Worksafe Australia has classified amitrole in the occupational environment as a
Carcinogen Category 3 substance. This means that the substance is not
classifiable as to carcinogenicity to humans. IARC (International Agency for
Research on Cancer) has determined that the mechanism in rats and mice is
unlikely to occur in humans; hence amitrole has been classified by IARC as Cat
3, not classifiable as to carcinogenicity to humans.
