Mixing
Add the required amount of product directly to the tank and mix well.

Application

For boom application: Apply by a properly calibrated boom spray using not less than 50 litres of water per
hectare, unless indicated otherwise in Critical Comments.

For aerial application: Apply at least 25 litres total spray volume per hectare except in Sorghum and
Sugarcane apply 45 litres per hectare. The aircraft should fly as low as practical under the prevailing conditions
to minimise drift.

For high volume application: Apply a minimum 1500 litres per hectare.

For knapsack application: A 15 litre knapsack treats 150 square metres.

Mimosa Control:

Broadacre application - Apply in 60 litres of water per hectare. Helicopter application preferred.
